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I am fascinated by water, its ever-changing qualities and endless possibilities. To create 
these abstracts, I used a combination of slow shutter speed and camera movement 
during exposure. Sometimes I let the water do all the work for me!  I focus on 

movement and the way that light falls on water, and patience is a big part of capturing just 
the right moment. My general approach is to create the image I’m seeking in a single 
exposure, creating the effects in-camera, and limit my post-processing manipulations to 
standard colour adjustments, cropping, and where appropriate, blemish removal.
